The purpose of this test is to look for genetic changes (called “variants” or “mutations”) in one or more genes that are believed to be associated with the
condition(s) specified above. Genetic testing may be used to confirm a diagnosis in a person who has an iliness or may be used in healthy individuals
who have a family history of a genetic condition.

By signing this consent, | give my doctor permission to send my blood, DNA, tissue or other type of sample and medical records about me and/or my
family history to Correlagen Diagnostics, Inc. | understand that this may help the laboratory to interpret the results of my test.

The methods used by Correlagen Diagnostics are highly accurate at detecting specific types of genetic changes. However, all genetic tests have
limitations. The testing used does not pick up every kind of change that is associated with disease. In addition, the test may uncover DNA changes that
are not well-understood. In some cases, there is not enough information to determine if a change is associated with disease or if it is part of normal
variation. In other cases, a change in a gene may be associated with a different condition than the one my doctor ordered the test for.

Correlagen has forms with specific statistics on each gene and condition for which it performs DNA testing. These forms can be found on Correlagen’s
website: www.correlagen.com or my doctor may give me a copy. Correlagen recommends that | read these forms and discuss this test with my doctor or
a specialist in genetics, such as a geneticist or genetic counselor.
